CLUB CHAMPIONSHIPS
ENTRY FEE:

 - $50 per team to be collected during first week of play
 - all entry money will go back into the league
 - GCC contribution to league will be equal to 50% of entry fees raised

RULES:

 - O.C.A. rules prevail (4 rock free guard zone)
 - all games are a maximum of 8 ends and are win/loss/tie
 - DO NOT BREAK TIES - points for the win and loss will be split
 - flip coin, winner has choice of last rock or rock colour
 - open sparing for spares drawn from club members that are not on a team in the
    championship league
 - players from other teams in the club championship league cannot spare higher
    than the vice position AND cannot spare for the same team more than three 
    times during the regular season
 - games may be rescheduled at the agreement of BOTH skips but must be played
    BEFORE the final game of the draw
 - points are awarded for win, loss or tie as follows:

Division Win Loss Tie
A 20 10 15
B 18 9 13.5
C 16 8 12

 - due to the uneven number of teams, one division will contain 7 teams and 5 of the 7
    teams will have a bye during the round
 - the 7 team division will be rotated through the season (C, then B, then A, then C) to
    try to be fair to all participants
 - the 5 teams receiving a bye each draw will have their points grossed up (by 5/4ths) for
    that draw only
 - therefore points for bye teams in each division will be as follows:

Division Win Loss Tie
A 25 12.5 18.75
B 22.5 11.25 16.875
C 20 10 15

 - teams will be reseeded at the end of each draw based on their cumulative point total
    for the season to date (4 draws to be held during the season)

PLAYOFFS:

 - playoff positions will be based on cumulative points for the season
 - playoffs will be held March 19 and 26, with the finals on April 2
 - playoffs will be set in three categories, being A, B and C Championships
 - the top 6 teams will be in the A Championships, with the top two teams qualifying
    receiving a bye to the semi-finals
 - the next 6 teams will be in the B Championships, with the top two teams qualifying
    receiving a bye to the semi-finals
 - the final 7 teams will be in the C Championships, with the top team qualifying
    receiving a bye to the semi-finals
 - option of last rock or rock colour will go to the team finishing higher in the regular
   season standings
 - ties will be broken by a full end played toward the glass
 - sparing rules will be the same as for the regular season with the exception that spares
   cannot be drawn from teams still alive in the playoffs.

PRIZES:

 - prizes will be awarded to a minimum of 25% of the teams entered
 - prizes will be awarded on the final championship night
